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The District of Chetwynd is closely monitoring the COVID-19 (Coronavirus) situation in
British Columbia. The District’s top priority is the health and safety of the public and
District employees.

The District of Chetwynd continues to take its instruction from the Province, and to
work with partners including Northern Health to proactively deal with COVID-19. The
BC Centre for Disease Control has said the risk of transmission in BC remains low but
any District response will be based upon advice from the Province of BC and Northern
Health.
