1.0BASIC PROVISIONS

1.1 Purpose
1. Thepurpose of this bylaw is to provide a clear and efficient system of land use regulation thighiistrict
of Chetwynd to ensure orderly, economic, beneficial, equitable and environmentally sensitive use,
development,and redevelopment of the District @hetwynd with regard to the provisions and contents of

1.2 Application
1. ThisBylaw applies to all land, buildings and structures including the surface of water within the boundaries of
the District of Chetwynd.
1.3 Conformity

1. Land, including the surface of water, must notsqahdivided,or used and buildings and structures must not
be developed, constructed, erected, altered, modified, converted, enlarged, reconstructed, placed, located,
maintained or used except as specifically permitted in this Bylaw.

2. Lawful nonrconforming uses and buildings are subject to provisions of tieal Government Act

1.4 Severability
If any section, subsection, sentenctauseor phrase of thiBylaw is for any reson held to be invalid by the
decision of any court of competent jurisdiction, the invalid portion must be severed and the decision that it
is invalid shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of Byigw.

1.5 Metric Units

1. Metric units are used for all measurements in thylaw. Approximate imperial units are provided for

convenience only in brackets and are rounded to the nearest full unit measure.

1.6 Compliance with Other Legislation

1. In addition to this Bylaw, a person is responsibleascertaining and complying with the requirements of all
other applicable municipal bylaws, or Provincial or Federal statutes and regulations.

2. The requirements of the Development Permit Areas included within the Official Community Plan apply in
addition to the regulations in this Bylaw.

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2.0ADMINISTRATION

2.1 Uses and Regulations

1. Where this bylaw sets out both general and specific regulations that could apply to a situation, the specific
regulation shall apply.

2.2 Inspection

2. Thepersons designated as bylaw enforcement officéhg building inspector, or other officer of tHaistrict
who may be appointed by Council, is hereby authorized to enter, at all reasonable times, any day of the week,
on any property that is subject to regulations under tBidaw to ascertain whether the provisions of this
Bylaw are beingdhered ta

2.3 Violation
1. Bvery person who:

a. Violatesanyprovision of thiBylaw.

b. Causes or permits any act or thing to be done in contravention or violation of any of the provisions of this
Bylaw.

c. Neglects or omits to do anything required under tBidaw.

d. Carries out,causespr permits to be carried out any development in a manner prohibited by or contrary
to any of the provisions of thBylaw.

e. Fails to comply with an order, direction or notice given under Bykaw.

f.  Prevents or obstructs or attempts to prevent or ahsct the authorized entry of an officer onto property
under Section 22 will be deemed to be guilty, upon summary conviction, of an offence undeBitasv.

2.4 Offences and Penalties

1. This bylaw may be enforced by means of a ticket in the form prescribed for the purposeSaxtem 264 of
the Community Charter, or by means of a bylaw notice issued pursuant Digect of Chetwyndunicipal
Ticket InformationBylaw. The persons apmted to the job positions or titles identified in Table 1 of this
Bylaw are designated as Bylaw Enforcement Officers for the purposes of issuing tickets under this Bylaw

2. The persons appointed to the job positions or titles identifiedable Jare desgnated as Bylaw Enforcement
Officers for the purposes of issuing tickets under this Bylaw and bylaw notices under the Municipal Ticket
Information Bylaw:

3. If an offence continues for more than one calendar day, separate offences are deemed to occur each day and
separate fines may be issued for each calendar day in respect of which the offence occurs or continues.

4. Nothing in this Bylaw limits the Districtoim utilizing any other remedy that is otherwise available to the
District at law in respect to the enforcement of this Bylaw.
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2.5 Enforcement

1. Any person designated as a Bylaw Enforcement Officer pursuant Disitréct of ChetwyndMunicipal Ticket
Information Bylaw, as amended from time to time, is hereby authorized and empowered to enforce the
provisions of this Bylaw.

2. Each day that an offence against this Bylaw continues shall be deemed a separate and distinct offence.
3. A persorwho contravenes any provision of this Bylaw is liable to a fine of not more than $10,000.00.
4. Any penalty imposed pursuant to this Bylaw shall be in addition to, and not in substitute for, any other penalty
or remedy imposed pursuant to any other applitabtatute, law, or legislatian
2.6 Non-compliance with Siting, Size and Shape Requirements

1. A buildingexisting at tke time of adoption of thi®ylaw that fails to comply with the requirements relating to
siting,size and shape must not be altered or extendetess such alterations or extensions are in accordance
with the requirements of thiBylaw.
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3.0DEFINITIONS

3.1 In thisBylaw all words or phrases shall have their normal or common meaning except where this is changed,
modified, or expanded by the definitianset forth below:

ABANDONED VEHICiEans any vehicle, including any recreational vehicles, boat, or utility trailer, or any part
thereof, which is:

a. physically wrecked or disabled; or,

not capable of operating under its own power; or,

c. not displaying a current and valid license plate in accordance withvibi®r Vehicle Actas amended
from time to time.

ABUTTINGneans sharing a parcel boundary or separated only by a street, lane, walkway, stream, utility parcel,
underground pipeline, pwer line, drainage ditch, watercourse, or similar feature.

ACCESSOR$SEmeansthe use of which is subordinate to the principal use on the lot.

ACCESSORY BUILDihgaNs a building, the use or intended use of which is ancillary to that gdrtheipal building
situated on the same parcel but does not include an additional dwelling asishown ifFigure 1

ACCESSORY DWELLINGEGT theans a dwelling unit that is ancillary to the use of the principal building on the same
parcel.

AGRICULTURAISEmeans growing, rearingaroducing,or harvesting agricultural crops and livestock and includes
processing and selling the primary agricultural products harveststed, or produced on parcels comprising the
farm. Barnsprocessingand retail facilities for primary agricultural producee considered incidental to agricultural

uses. Agriculture does not include commercially operated feedlots, stables, piggeries, mink and other fur farms and
poultry farms except as an allowable farm use on lands within the Agricultural Land Reserve.
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AIRRAFT SALES & SERWE&Ns and includes, but is not limited to, aircraft repair and maintenance, aircraft sales,
travel flight services, and aircraft fueling facilities.

ALLUVIAL FAMeans the alluvial deposit of a stream where it issues from a steep tamuwalley or gorge upon a
plain or at the junction of a tributary stream with tmeainstream

ANIMAL HOSPITAheans any building, structure, or premise in which animals are cared for, treated, or hospitalized.
This includes such uses such as animalriretey clinics, boarding and breeding kennels, impounding, and quarantining
facilities and animal shelters, but does not include the sale of animals.

ANIMAL SHELTHEReans a facility used for the adoption, boarding, impounding, selling, and cdmastic animals
and may include an animal hospital

BEEKEEPIN®Geans the keeping of bees in accordance wilith District of Chetwynd Animal Control Bylaw.

BED AND BREAKFAST ACCOMMODATE2aNS an accessory use within a sirgdg¢ached dwelling that provides
temporary lodging where guest rooms are rented to an individual or group.

BUILDINGneans a structure located on the ground that is designed, erected, or intended for the support, enclosure,
or protection of personsanimak, or property.

BUILDING ARE#eans the area of a parcel covered by a building measured from the extreme outer limits of the
building, including enclosed porches, verandsdconiesand garages.

BUILDINGUPPLYmeans the supply of materials that are incorporated into the structure of a building, including
hardware, lumber, wall paneling, and carpet (but excluding furniture and appliances that are normally removed by the
owner on the sale of building).

BUILDINGNIDTHmeansthe minimum horizontal distance of the buildiigas f A @Ay 3 & LI OS YSI| & dzNBF
shortest exterior wall of the building perpendicular to the longest exterior wall of the buil@undding widthdoes not
include but is not limited toglements such as porches, decks, patigstibule,carports, and garages.

CAMPGROUNBND RV PARKneans the use of a parcdduildings,or other structures for an overnight camping
experience, including tentingnd/or recreational vehicle sites as well as accessory facilities which support this use,
such as administration offices and laundry facilities.

CANNABI#eans any part of a cannabis plant including its preparations and derivatives but does not include:

a. anonviable seed of a cannabis plant

a mature stalk of a cannabis plant, without any leaf, flower, seed or branch, and fiber derived from such
stalks

c. the root or any part of the root of a cannabis plant

CANNABIS PRODUCTION FACI@ahsthe use of premises for cultivating, distributing, growing, packaging,
processing, producing, sellingtoring, or testing of cannabis or any products containing orived from cannabis as
authorized under the federalannabis Act

CANNABIS RETAtleans the retail sale of cannabis or cannabis accessories as lawfully permitted and authorized under
the Cannabis Control and Licensing.Act
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CAR OR TRUCK WARHEans a facility used for washing or cleaning cars, trucks and commercial vehicles on an
automated or semautomated basis.

CARPORIMMeans astructureused solely for the parking or temporary storage of private motor vehicles, opern on a
least three(3) sides, and in which there are no facilities for repairing or servicing such vehicles.

CLUBORLODGHnNeans a building or establishment used by an association or organization for fraternal, social, or
recreational purposes which may include limited private sleeping accommodation with cdekikities,and which
will be operated for the use of club memtseand their guests only.

COMMERCIAENTERTAINMENSERVICHEeans any building or land used for the operation of entertainment on a
userpay basis. Facilities may include, btg not limitedto, amusement arcade, billiard and pool halls, bowhiigys,
mini-golf, night clubs, theatres, private cludsunges,and other licensed facilities

COMMERCIAL STORAGE FACHhé&RYs a facility for the leasing of storage units for the storage of chattels and
personal effects belonging to persons living elsewhere.

COMMERCIAEHICLEeans a vehicle engaged in carrying or which is designed to carry goods, wares, or merchandise
and which is licensed as a commercial vehicle under the appropriate Municipal or Provincial laws or regulations.

COMMUNITY CARE FACIIniE¥ns premises providing residential care of persons and licensed undéotheunity
Care and Assisted Living Act

COMMUNITY CENTREeans a building or part of a building used for the gathering of groups or persons for civic,
educational, recreationafolitical, or social purposes.

COMMERCIAL DAY CARE&ans any type of facility licensed under tR®@mmunity Care and Assisted Living Act
intended to provide care, educational services and supervision during the day or evening. This use includes group day
care centres, oubf-school centres, and drejm centes, intended for nine (9) or more children.

COMMUNITY GARDENans land gardened by individuals or Aanofit groups for the purpose of providing a garden
experience, education, and local food production. A community garden may be developed to inceastodd
security for an individuafamily, or non-profit group, but not for retail or wholesale sale.

CURB.INEmeansthe outer boundaries of a highway (street) at the edge of the portion of the highway usually traveled
by vehicular traffic.

DATACENTREeansa facility used primarily for the storage, management, processing, and transmission of digital
data, which houses computer and/or network equipment, systems, servers, appliances, and other associated
components related to digital data opstions. Sucla facility may also include air handlers, power generators, water
cooling and storage facilities, utility substations, and other associated utility infrastructure to support sustained
operations at a data center.

DAY CAREmeans the use of a building licensed under themmunity Care and Assisted Living thet provides
daycare programs fogight(8) or lesschildrenand is typically operated out of a residence as a home occupation.

DENSITY¥heans a measure of the inteitg of development to the area of the parcel, including the number of units on
a parcel. Density is typically measured in units/area.
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DESIGNATHR OODmeans a flood, which may occur in any given year, of such magnitude as to equal a flood having
a 200year recurrence interval, based on a frequency analysis of unregulated historic flood records or by regional
analysis where there is inadequate streamifldata available.

DESIGNATHELOODEVEImeans the observed or calculated elevation for the Designated Flood.

DISPLAYARDmeans an open area used for the display of new or used passenger automobiles, recreational motor
vehicles, trailers, trucks, tok trailers, equipmentmachines,or boats in operable condition which are continually
available for sale or rental and where no repair work is done.

DWELLING, DUPLEXans a building used or designed for use as twocmgifained dwelling units as primal uses

above and below each other, with each having direct access or shared access to the outside, as StiguvaZnA

duplex may be designed and constructed as two dwelling units at initial construction or through the conversion of an
existing building.

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FARMSTANDmMeansa structure accessory to a community gardenfarm for the display and sale of vegetables or
produce, flowers, orchard products, anin@bducts, locally produced packaged food products, and similar products
grown or produced on the general property on which the stand is located.

FINANCIAL INSTITUTI@Nans a facility for the provision of financial and investment sentfesincludes, bt is not
limited to, a bank, credit union, financial planner or advisor, insurance company, investment dealer, mortgage broker,
or related businesses and may include a dilve@ugh facility.

FENCHEeans a structure serving as an enclosbgrier,or boundary, and includegnarbor, archway, gate, pergola,
screen trellis and wall.

FITNESS CENTiREans the commercial use of premises for the maintenance, on a@oee basis or in a group
sessionpf physical fitness includindput not limited to,health centres, gyms, racquet and ball courts, and studios for
yoga and pilates.

FLOOR AREAeans the total area of all floors in a building located above grade, measured to the outside surface of
exterior walls or thecenterlineof party walls, excluding any stairwells and elevator shafts.

FUEL STORAGE AND WHOLESALE DISTRIBUTIONR&&ikIAYids, buildings, arstructure used exclusively for
the bulk storage and wholesale distribution of petroleturl butdoesnot include aservicestation orkey-lock orcard-
lockfuelinstallationfacility.

GARAGHmeansa detached accessory building or a portion of a ppakbuilding which is above grade and enclosed
on threesides ands used for the sheltering of motor vehicles and the storage of household goods incidental to the
residential use of a dwelling unit.

GAS STATIONMeans premises used principally for the retail sale of motor fuels, lubricating oils and motor vehicle
accessories and the mechanical servicing of motor vehicles and may include the accessory retail sale of other
automobilerelated products butdoes not nclude motor vehicle sales or body repair shops.

GRADEHEnNeans the lowest of the average levels of finished ground adjoining each exterior wall of a building, except
that localized depressions such as for vehicle or pedestrian entrances or window wellsatdsziconsidered in the
determination of average levels of finished ground as showkigare3.

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HOME INDUSTR¥eans a smafltcale industry carried out entirely within the home or an accessory ingildr
structure only by a resident of the principal dwelling. A home industry must be clearly incidental and accessory to the
use of the dwelling for residential purposes.

HOME OCCUPATIOMNans a smalcale occupation, profession or craft carried out entirely within the home or an
accessory building or structure only by a resident of the principal dwellingorde occupationmust be clearly
incidental and accessory to the use of the dwelling for rastidépurposes angbroduce minimal traffic

HOSPITAImeans an institution that is operated primarily for the reception and both the shamd longterm
treatment of persons suffering from illnessjury, or disability. A hospital may include supportifumpctions such as
cafeteria, laundry, maintenance, opatient and, pharmacy services, and storage facilities.

HOTEIlmeans a building which contains sleeping units intended for the accommodation of the traveling public and
may contain accessory assembbpmmerce, entertainment, indoor recreation, or restaurant uses and premises
licensed for onsite consumption of alcoholic beverages

HOUSEHOLMmDeans:

a. Anindividual or two (2) or more persons related by blood, marriage, or adoption sharing aveg(lihg

INDOOR RECREATION CEN¥RES a facility for sports and active recreation that is conducted indoors and available
to the public. Typical uses include, but are notitéd to arenas, racquet and ball courts, indoor swimming pools, and
running tracks.

INDUSTRIAL TRABEHOOImeans a facility containing classrooms, labs, or equipment for training in trades areas.
Typical subjects include boiler operations, carpentryctetmics, gas fitting, mechanical maintenance, pipe fitting, and
welding.

JUNKYARDmeans an area outside of an enclosed building where junk, waste, used building materials, used industrial
materials, scrap metal, usedliscarded,or salvaged materials arput, sold, exchanged, stored, baled, packed,
disassembled, or handled. A junk yawdl not be construed to include the arrangements for the sale, purchase, or
storage of used furniture, used cars in operable condition or the processing of used, disaardalvaged materials

KENNEImeans any building, structure, compound, group of pens or cages or property, where three or more animals
or reptiles are, or are intended to be caréat, bred, boarded,andexcludesanimal hospitals.

KEYLOCK OR CARIDCK FUEL INSTALLATION FAQHEANs a business which exclusively provides for the retalil
sales of automotive fuel to commercial enterprises or members of the public who have previously contracted for the
right to purchase automotive fuel from the same on a-selfve basis.

LANEmeans a public thoroughfare that provides a secondary means of vehicular access to a parcel, at the side or rear
of the parcel.

LANDSCAPE BUFFEgns a landscaped or natural armtended to visibly separate and screen one use from another.
This also refers to the use of vegetation and other screen or separation methods to separatarmorg and
Agricultural Land Reserve land uses.
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LANDSCAPIN@eans a vegetated area garden that has a mix of ground cover, plants, shrubs and trees or hard
landscaping, including paving stones, decorative stonework, retaining walls or other architectural elements.

LARGE VEHICkigans a vehicle in excess of 5,500 kg GVW. hatgeles may include such vehicles as commercial
transport vehicles, buses, delivery vehicles, tow trucks and dump trucks.

LAUNDROMAARNDDRY CLEANRmMeans a coin operated laundry, drying, arg-cleaningfacility.

LEAVE STRineans a specified are# land and vegetation without buildings or structures immediately adjacent to a
watercourse

MANUFACTURED HOMteans a dwelling unit built in an enclosed factory environment in one or more sections,
intended to be occupied in a place other than of itamafacture A manufactured home isonstructed to the current

CSA Z240 (Mobile Home) or CSA A277 (Modular Home) standard. A manufactured home does not include a
recreational vehicleManufactured homes are not to exceed ten (10) years of age at the tirperafit application.

MANUFACTUREBOME PARKmeans a parcel or parcels on which are installed or intended to be installed two or
more manufactured homes which are occupied or intended to be occupied for residential purposes and may include
commonrecreation facilities and common laundry facilities but does not include retail stores.

MANUFACTURINGGENERAeans manufacturing carried on primarily inside a premise and does not create noise,
smoke,dust,or other emissions and includes storage fatue added stock versus raw material for its production.

MANUFACTURINGINDUSTRIAImmeans manufacturing carried on inside or outside of a premise which may create
noise, smokegust, or other emissions and includes storage or raw materials for its pramtuct

MARSHmears soft, wet, lowying land, characterized by grassy vegetation and often forming a transition zone
between water and land.

MASSED PLANTIM@ars the design of landscape plantings using groups of treesibs,and ground covers which,
over time and with the growth of plants, allows the spaces between plants to be reduced to provide a continuous mass
of plant material.

MICROBREWERY (CRAFT BREVWRRYDISTILLERYans the brewingdistilling,and manufacturing of beverage
products with an alcoholic content exceeding 1% by volume. Production, manufacturing and selling of any liquor
product(s) must be licensed by the Province of BC. All processegjofis and mechanical equipment must be
contained indoors and the total area for manufacturing is limited to a maximum of 30Ammicrobrewery may
include guided tours, a sample area, retail display, retail sales, the sale of food and beveragesassihiatlicensed
restaurant on the property, a loungpatio, and special event area.

MIXED USEeans a building that has commercial uses located orldtver floor(s)with residential uses located on
the upper floors of the building.

MOTELmeans a building or buildings containing accommodation units intended for the traveling public, with parking
on the premises for each accommodation unit. Units have individual adirectly from the exterior and may or may
not provide cooking facilities.

NATURAL BOUNDARi¢ans the visible high watermark of any lake, river, stream, or other body of water where

OFFICE§ TRADECONTRACTOReans offices that include trades, contractors, storage for trades, and related
industriesincluding, but not limited to, electrical, fabricating, flooring, heating, painting, plumbing, refrigeration,
roofing, septic services and ventilation and air conditioning.

OFFICES PROFESSIONAIleans and includes, but is not limited to, medical, denthiropractic, psychiatric, legal,
accounting, optometrist, real estate, newspaper, and government.

OPEN SPAQmeans the open, unobstructed space on a parcel accessible to all occupants of any residential or
commercial building or structure on the parcefhich is suitable and used for the growth and maintenance of grass,
flowers,bushesand other landscaping and may include any surface pedestrian walk, patio, pool or similar area, but
does not include any driveway, ramp or parking area.

OUTDOOR RECREAYEACILITeans and includes, but is not limited tecreation facilities that are not enclosed
and include baseball diamonds, soccer fields, outdoor ice rinks, outdoor auditoriums, outdoor staulaygsounds,
and other similar type uses.

OUTDOOR RECREATION SUPPORT FAtatsyand includes, but is not limited to, gazebos and washrooms.

PARCEmeans any lot, block or other area in which land is held, or into which land is subdivided, including a strata lot
within a bare land strata plamut does not include a public thoroughfare or access route

PARCELCORNEReans the parcel at the intersection or junction of two (2) or more streets; for the purpose of this
definition the street does not mean a lane.

PARCEL, INTERI®@Bans a parcel other than a corner parcel.
PARCEL LIMEeans the boundary of a parcel as showifrigures:

a. EXTERIOR SIbteans a side parcel boundary which is common to the parcel and a street.

b. FRONTmeans a parcel boundary common to the parcel and a street, provided that in respect of a corner
parcel, the front parcel line is the shortest parcel boundary common to the parcel and a street.

c. INTERIOR SIbieans a side parcel line which does not abut a street.

d. REARmeans the boundary of a parcel which lies the most opposite to and does not intersect the front
parcel line.

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PARCEL WIDTHeans the dimension of a parcel between the two side parcel lines measured 7.5 m from the front
parcel line.

PERSONAL SERFESTABLISHMENiieans a commercial establishment that provides direct personal goods or
services to persons involving the healbleauty, or grooming of a persoflich servicesnayinclude, but are not limited

to, barber shops, beauty salons, tailor shops, laundry, dry cleaning, tattdfor piercingparlours, andwatch repair

and shoe repair shops.

PLACE OF WORSHiPans a building wherein people regularly assemble for religious worship and related religious,
philanthropic or social activitiegncluding, but not limited to a church, mosque, synagogue, tempbgahor religious
meeting room.

PRINCIPAL BUILDIM@&ans a building that contains floor space, the majority of which is used for the permitted
principal use on a parcel.

with fencing or landscaping through the use of shrubs, trees, a wooden fence, masonry wall, or by a combination of
these.

SOLIDIWASTEMANAGEMENTACILITYneans a solid waste refuse disposal site operated and maintained by the
Regional District or the District, providéuht the location of the site, in respect of water courses and air pollution, has
the approval of the authority having jurisdiction.

STORAGEFARDmMeans an area outside of an enclosed building where construction materials and equipment, logs,
lumber and n& building materials, monuments and stone products, public service and utility equipment or other
goods, materials, products, vehiclegjuipment,or machinery are stored, baled, piled, handled, sold, or distributed,
and does not include a salvage yardel storage.

STOREMeans, as defined by the BC Building Code, that portion of a building which is situated between the top of any
floor and the top of the floor next above it, and if there is no floor above it, that portion between the top oflsach

TRAILERnheans any structure or vehicle used or designed to be used for woikiing, or sleeping purposes and
which is designed or intended to be mobile on land, whether or notmelpelled.

TRAVEL CONVENIENERVICHeans and includes, but is not limited testaurants convenience stor® retail fuel
sales.
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TRUCKTERMINALmMeans abuilding or property used as an origin or destination point for the loading, unloading,
assemblingpr transferring of goods transported by truck, or which provides containerized freight handling facilities
or rail truck services, and where the local pigk delivery,and transitory storage of goods incidental to the primary
function of the motor freight shipment occurs.

WAREHOUSIN@eans the use of enclosed buildings and structures primarily for the shipping, receiving and storage
or largequantities of goods

WATERCOURSteans any natural or mamade drainage course or source of water, whether usually containing water
or not, and includes any lake, river, creek, spring, ravine, swamp, gulch, or source of ground water, whether enclosed
in a conduit or not.

WHOLESALBeans to sell bulk goods and merchandise.

WORK CAMBReans a temporary facility for the use of employees affiliated with a remote work location where meals
and overnight accommodation are typically provided.

WRECKING YARfM2ans an area outside of an enclosed building where motor vehicles are disassembled, dismantled,
where vehicles not in operable condition and used parts of motor vehicles are stored and sold.

YARDmeans the area created between a parcel line and thegipid building as determined by the setback:

a. EXTERIOR SIDE YAREans that portion
of a corner parcel extending from .the REAR SITE LINE
front yard to the rear yard and lying
between the side parcel line adjacent to
the flanking street and the closest side of
the principal building.

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4.0 GENERAL REGULATIONS

4.1 Applicability of General Regulations

1. Except as otherwise specified in this Bylaw, this section applies to all estadsished under this Bylaw.

4.2 Nonconforming Parcels

1. A parcel on the official records on file at the Land Title Office in BC before the adoption date of this bylaw that
does not adhere to the parcel area and width requirements will be considered a legabnéorming parcel
and will be granted the permitted uses as identified in this bylaw.

2. Lawful norconforming uses and buildings are subject to the provisions oELtual Government Act.

4.3 Location andSting of Buildings

4.7 Temporary Use Permits

1. All areas within the boundaries of the District of Chetwynd are designated as an area for the issuance of
temporary use permits.
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2. Temporary use permits maynly apply for one renewal for the same use.
3. If a temporary use permit has expired before a renewal has been applied for, a new temporary use permit
applicationis required.
4.8 Uses Permitted in Any Zone

a. Uses, buildings and structures which are accessory to a principal permitted use, building or structure on
the same parcel

b. Underground telecommunication lines and cables, and telephone exchange bsilding

c. Pipelines, telecommunication towers and wires, traffic control devices, clock towers and underground or
submarine utility systems

d. Parks,open spaceplaygrounds and playing fieldéiking, and bicycling paths, horse riding trails
communitygardensand ecological reserves

e. Public use
f.  Public works yard
Transportation rightsof-way established by a government or Crown corporation
Utilities
4.9 ParcelArea andWidth

1. Except as otherwise permitted in this bylaw, no parcel will be reduced in area,rdththe conveyance or
alienation of any portion thereof or otherwise, so that any of the provisions and regulations of this bylaw are
not complied with.

2. Theparcel area and parcel width requirements of tBidaw will not apply to any parcel which hasanea or
width less tharthat required by thisBylaw if such a parcel was described on the official records on file in the
Land Registry office on or before the effective date of Byisw.

3. Minimum parcel size regulations do not apply where parcel linesratocated to facilitate an existing
development, provided that:

a. No additional parcels are created
b. All parcels are contiguous

c. No parcel shall be enlarged to a size permitting further subdivision

4. Unless stated otherwise this Bylaw, irregular, oasymmetrical parcels will have a parcel frontage of not less
than 8.0m (26ft) in width, provided that the average parcel width complies with the required minimum parcel
width as shown irFigure?.

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5. The minimum parcel size required thys Bylawmay be reduced by a maximum of 10% if part of the proposed
parcel is requird for the purpose of widening an existing highway or right of way.

6. Triangular or otherwise irregularly shaped parcels shall be avoided wherever possible

4.10 Public Utilities

1. Public utility facilities for the transmission of water, sewage, electrical power, telephone, natural gas, cable
televisionand other similar services (but not including sewage treatment plants or electrical substations) are
permitted in any zoneand parcéin accordance with the following:

i. no exterior storage of any kindill be permitted
ii. no facilities for the repair and maintenance of equipmeurill be permitted

b. In allzonesthere is no minimum site area for a site to be used solely for the unattended equipment
necessary for the operation ofpublic utility facility

4.11 AccessonBuildings, Structuresand Uses

structure on the parcel has been erected.

2. Accessory buildings shall comply with the following regulations:

4.12 Suites
1. Where permitted, suites are subject to the following regulations:

b. No more than one (1) suite is permitted per principal dwelling
c. A suite shall not alter theesidential character of a building

d. A suite must meet all of the BC Building Code requirements and local regulations and Bylaws for a
secondary suite

e. An annual business license issued by Ehistrict of Chetwynd isequired

f. A suite shall be used for resiagal purposes only and shall be rented for periods of not less than one
month

A suite shall not be subdivided or strata titled

h. One (1) additional parking space must be provided for each suite. Such parking space shall be hard

i. A suite shall not be permitted where one of more of the following uses exist within the principal dwelling:

ii. day care
iii. home-based business
4.13 Secondary Suites
1. All secondary suites shall comply with all of the following regulations:

a. Be a minimum of 40 m2 in size and not exceedn®0Jor 40% of the gross floor area of the principal
dwelling

b. Contain a separated private entrance from the primary entrance(s) of tineipal dwelling

4.14 Detached Suites
1. Alldetached suites shall comply with all of the following regulations:
a. The floor area of a detached suite must be at lea®.2

b. The parcel coverage of the detached suite must not exceed 15% of the parcel area
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4.15 Landscaping

1. The following landscaping regulations apply in all zones in addition to any Development Permit Areas:

Massed planting and xeriscaping are the preferred landscaping techniques

Wherever possible, landscaping and screening areas will retain als afiithe existing trees, vegetation
and planting that compliment and enhances the natural environment. If new plantings are required, they
should consist of native vegetation, rough grasses, hardy,sseity,and droughttolerant plant species

Landscamig screening must be used to buffer buildings and parking areas from adjacent residential
properties and greenspaces

Site grading of landscape areas must be done in a manner that minimizes the disruption of natural
drainage patters, soil erosion and rufdly keeping irrigation and normal rainfall within property lines
and landscape areas

Landscaping screening must be used to soften the visual impact of parking areas from the street and
increase the visual appearance of the building and surrounding area

A landscaped and maintained strip of not less than 2.0 m (7 ft) in width must separate all parking areas,
loading areas and display yards from the following:

i Directly abutting parcels in R or RU zones
ii. Adjoining streets, except at the points of ingress amless

4.16 Screening ad Fencing

1. Thefollowing screening and fencing regulations apply in all zones in addition to any Development Permit
Areas

a.

In all zones, any part of a parcel not being used for parking facilities, loading facilities storage, building,
or outdoor recreation will be landscaped and maintained.

Screening required by this Bylaw shall be provided by the owner of the parcel at the time of development
of a use, building or structure on the parcel, and shall be constructed, erected, installexhtedprior
to the issuance of an occupancy permit by the District of Chetwynd.

A fence or wall must conform to the applicable front yard setback provisions.

The height of a fence or wall will be determined by measurement from the average grade levelWwithi
m of both sides of the screening material.

Where a retaining wall has been constructed along a parcel line, the height of a fence, wall, or hedge will
be determined by measuring from the surface of the ground that the retaining wall supports at the
average grade level.

In C,M and RUzones, the following areas must be screened from the view of highways and adjacent
properties with a landscapieuffer:

i outdoor garbage bins
ii. outdoor storage areas

Storage yards or areas will not be permitted in

i. frontyards
ii.  any yard abutting a parcel inRior RU zone, or separated from such a parcel by a street

Storage yards must be screened by either a well maintainedh48Ht) tight board fence or solid wall,
or a compact evergreen hedge not less than 1.@fft) in height
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In all C2 and Mones, any part of a parcel used as an outside storage area will be enclosed by screening.
In RandRUzones

i. no fencewill exceed a height df.8 m(6 ft) in a side or rear yard antl.0 m(3ft) in a front yard

ii.  where the rear parcel line abuts a side palrline of an adjoining parcel, the height of a fence on
the rear parcel line will not exceed the height permitted on the side @aine of the adjoining
parcel

iii. Where a parking or loading area abuts an Rbizone, the maximum height of a fence will be 1.8
m (6 ft).

iv.  When a parking or loading area abuts a lane, the minimum height of a fence will be(316) fior

4.17 Bee Keeping

1. The keeping of beehives is permitted provided that no neighbourhood health, environmental or nuisance
problems result.

2. A person who keeps urban bees must:

i. two (2) beehives on any parcel of land under 989(10,000ft?) in size despitéhe number of
dwelling units permissible on that parcel
ii. four (4) beehives on any parcel of land over 8#310,000ft?) in size and under 13942 (15,000
ft?) in size despite the number of dwelling units permissible on that parcel
ii.  six (6)beehives on any parcel of land over 1,384 (15,000ft2) in size despite the number of
dwelling units permissible on that parcel

Be a resident of the property where the bees are kept

Ensure that immediate action is taken to end swarming or aggressive behaviour of the bees

Provide sufficient water for the bees that reasonably prevents them from seeking water on adjacent
parcels of land

Post clear, visible signage on the parcel of land warning that bees and electric fencing are .present

Be registered with the apiculture registrati system for British Columbia, coordinated by the BC
Ministry of Agriculture. Under the authority of tHerovincial Bee Ach person must not keep bees or
possess beehive equipment unless the person is registered.

4.18 Hen Keeping

1. The keeping of up to five Yhens is permittedccording to the following regulations:
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a. Be aresident of the property where the hens are kept

b. Keep no more than five (5) hens on any parcel of land despite the number; of permissible dwelling units
on that parcel

c. Not keep a rooster

d. Ensure that all hens are kept within a secure coop from sunset to 7:00 am

e. Ensure that each hen remains at all other times in a coop or. pen

f.  Provide a coop and a pen each with a minimum of M&7n floor area and 0.92 meters in height per
hen.

g. Provide each hen with consistent access to a nesting box and its own perch that is at least fifteen (15)
cmlong.

h. Not keep a hen in a cage unless for the purposes of transport of the hen

i. Ensure that the coop and pen are situated in a backyard only which has a continuous fence that is in
accordancewith this Zoning Bylaw

j-  Ensure that the coop is situated in accordance with the accessory building setbacks identifiesd in th
Zoning Bylaw

k. Maintain each coop and pen in good repair and sanitary condition, and free from vertebrate wildlife
and obnoxious smells and substances

I.  Qonstruct, situate and maintain each coop and pen such that it is secure from other animals and
prevents any rodent from houring underneath or within it or within its walls

m. Not sell any manure or meat derived from the hens

n. Secure all hen food that is stored outdoors from wildlife

0. Ensure the timely removal of leftover food, debris and manure from each coop and pen

p. Sore manure within a fully enclosed structure in a manner that does not generate excessive heat or
odour; ensuring that no more than 0.085° (3 ft) is stored at a time

u. Follow biosecurity procedures recommended by the Canadian Food Inspection Agency

4.19 Campgroundsand RV Parks
1. Where permitted within a zone, campgroundsd RV parksust comply with the following regulations:

a. Have a minimum parcel size of 4,000 m?2 (Gajtdnd each campsite must be a minimum of 160 m?2

b. Have a maximum parcel coverage of 45%, with campsite areag meluded in the parcel coverage

c. Provide services for the disposal of all wastewater and human waste generated at the campground in
compliance with provincial public health legislation

d. Provide one service building for every 20 campsites that is eqdigyth at least one toilet, one
washbasin, one sink, one shower and hot and -@edder connections

2. Campgroundsnd RV parkmay include the following accessory uses:

a. Playgrounds, sport fields, outdoor amphitheaters and other similar outdoor recredt&rhgathering
structures

b. One single detached dwelling for the occupancy of the caretaker of the campground that has a floor
area no greater than 100 mz

c. One administrative office for use related only to the operation of the campground that flasraarea
no greater than 140 m2
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
